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The Galapagos and surrounding waters are one of the world3€™s foremost eco-tourism
destinations, and the inspiration for Charles Darwind€™s Theory of Natural Selection.

Cruise and dive live-aboard
ships are limited to 100 passengers and visitation is restricted to 116 designated visitor sites,
of which 54 are land and 62 are Scuba/snorkel sites.
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
